Wild Idea Paper Guideline 

The length should be less than 4 pages with 10 point fonts in Latex or Word

Abstract

· 100 words that captures the context, problem, and solution. Emphasize the key innovation.

Introduction:

· ½ page about the motivation and briefly what is proposed and how it relates to other people’s work

Solution Proposed

· 2 ½  pages

· Describe in detail what is proposed

· Start at the high level and provide more details as you go 

· Back-on-the-envelop type of first-order proof that it works; what is the estimated power/performance/energy saving that one can get?

· Discuss hw/sw implementation issues 

· Make sure that anyone in the class could understand your solution 

Proposed Methodology for Evaluation 


- write a paragraph or two about evaluation proposed 

Related Work


- provide at least 3-4 most closely related work to the solution
