. The following code will result in a compile time error because the condition is
not a Boolean expression and thus is not evaluating the value to be either
true or false. When the condition is tested for the “if” statement it gives us a
compile time error saying it has found an integer but is required a Boolean.
This code can be fixed by adding an additional “=" sign inside the conditional
statement. For example: if (result == -2).

. After this piece of code has been executed the value of result would be 13.
