Title of Proposal :  Choose a suitable and specific title, not a very broad and general one.  For example “Mechanical Properties of Thermoplastics” is not acceptable, but “The relationship between tensile properties of nylon 66 and moisture content” is OK.

Objective of the Project:  What is it you want to learn? What are you trying to understand?  Remember the idea is to teach some basic principles to the rest of the class when you finally present the work at the end of the semester.  So think conceptually here.  Don’t say the objective is to conduct such and such a test or tests!  You can use one paragraph for this section.

Background study:  Summarize in about a page what background reading you did to come up with the topic.  What did you learn from the background reading? You can include figures if you like.

Proposed work: Clearly define each of the below

a) Materials needed: clearly identify – Where will you be obtaining them? Are these available in the lab or do you need to order them?

b) Samples geometries you will use.  Will you be machining your own samples?

c) Number of samples of each geometry that you will need.

d) Proposed experimental procedure

e) Proposed analysis procedure

Anticipated results:  What sort of results do you expect (based on your background reading)?  Describe possible trends or relationships between variables that you anticipate.
